3.  Community Learning (50 minutes) Race and the Law:  Guest :  Dr. Deleso Alford, the Inaugural Diversity Scholar for the Diversity Center at UNM,  and a national expert on race and the law.

Medical education has cultural competency as a goal.  This has been expanded from cultural competency to cultural competency professionals who practice cultural humility.  Tonight at 6PM in the Domenici Auditorium Dr Alford will be speaking about the human experience of enslaved women, using a critical race theory feminist perspective.
